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Petitioners, foreign nationals held in the custody of the
United States at Guantanamo Bay Naval Station, Cuba, peti-
tion under Rule 44.2 for rehearing of the Court’s Order of
April 2, 2007, denying their petition for a writ of certiorari.
The grounds for this petition are those set forth in the petition
for rehearing filed today by petitioners in Boumediene v.
Bush, No. 06-1195, and petitioners incorporate by reference
and rely upon those grounds in this petition. A certification
of counsel that this petition is presented in good faith and not
for delay, and that the grounds for this petition are interven-
ing circumstances of a substantial and controlling effect and
other substantial grounds not previously presented, is an-
nexed.

CONCLUSION
The Court should grant this Petition for Rehearing from
Denial of Certiorari.
